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1. Fence:  The fence at Brighter Days shelter could use a protective coat of sealer/stain.  Depending on what we do for sealer, we might want to power wash the fence first.  (If we are going to stain it a fairly dark, solid color, the fence may be clean enough as-is without need to power wash). Love Chapel can pay for the sealer/stain. 
2. The Elm Street shelter has a basement that needs to be painted/dry-locking. We could paint the floor of the basement too. Love Chapel can pay for dry-lock and paint. 
3. Help secure parking lot bumpers in the lot behind Brighter Days.  This is a 2 - 4 hour job.
4. Install a new storm door on the west side of Lafayette St. home.
5. John Brooks is going to install a new garage door at Lafayette St.  He might agree to do this with a student helping him.
6. Make a sturdy wooden game like checkers or Jenga that could be donated to the shelter for families with children. 
7. Make felt “tie” blankets to donate to the shelter. These can be adult-size or child-size. 5-6 is enough. You could also collect gently-used bedding for twin and queen size beds.
8. Organize a special event for the residents of Brighter Days shelter. You must be 18 to do this. It could be a Valentines dessert buffet or haircuts. 
9. Make jewelry and sell it at the Farmer’s market to raise money for Love Chapel. 
10. Educate people at a business or organization about Love Chapel and Brighter Days and ways to get involved as a volunteer or to make a donation. 
11. Remove old shower in the basement of the Love Chapel office and fix the floor or put a storage shelf there.
12. Organize the furnace room area at 311 Center St into a proper maintenance area
13. Organize the items at Lafayette Street shelter garage and get this better organized.
